2.1.4	 Limitations of Liability, (Cont'd.) 

O.	 Directory Errors 

The Company will allow for errors or omissions in alphabetical telephone directories 
(excluding the use of bold-face type) an amount within the following limits: 

1.	 For listings in alphabetical telephone directories furnished without additional 
charge, an amount not in excess of the minimum monthly charge to the Customer 
for exchange service during the effective life ofthe directory in which the error or 
omission occurred. 

2.	 For listings and lines of information in alphabetical telephone directories furnished 
at additional charge set forth in the Rate Schedules of this tariff, an amount not in 
excessofthe charge for that listing or line of information duringtheeffective life of 
the directory in which the error or omission occurred. 

3.	 For listings in information records furnished without additional charge, an amount 
not in excess ofthe minimummonthlycharge to the Customerfor exchangeservice 
during the period the error or omission occurred. 

4.	 For listings in information records furnished at additional charge, an amount no in 
excess of the charge for the listing during the period the error or omission 
continued. 

5.	 For listings in telephone directories furnished in connection with mobile telephone 
service, an amount not in excess of the guarantee and fixed charges for the service 
during the effective life of the directory in which the error or omission occurred. 

P.	 Emergency Number 911 Service (T)
